ESPRIT DE CORPS CODE

This code was established in 1998 to provide guidelines and expectations for all present and future members of Esprit de Corps.  Esprit de Corps means “spirit of the body” or teamwork in translation and every member has the responsibility to do what is best for the group and not the individual.  Esprit de Corps will function and make decisions as a family.  All issues, problems and concerns will be addressed and dealt with as a group.  Esprit de Corps performs for money and because we are paid musicians that means we are considered professionals and therefore we should act like it.  All members must stay in good academic standing, not falling below a 2.0 with not more than one failing grade.  All members are known as “Esprit” in and out of school and need to make sure their actions and words represent Esprit in a positive way wherever they are all of the time. Esprit members will be subject to any drug/alcohol testing the school performs and failure to pass any drug/alcohol test could result in the termination of the member.  All members are required to be in attendance at all rehearsals and performances.  Any member missing a performance for an unexcused reason forfeits all extra credit for that nine weeks.  All elected positions are required to attend to all necessary duties within their job descriptions.  Foul language is prohibited. While at rehearsals members are expected to keep talking to a minimum, respect each other’s ideas, share opinions, and always put forth their best effort.  Being in this group is a privilege.  Members are expected to stay positive in their attitudes and always promote good morale for the group.  All members will show each other and the director respect at all times.  There will be no yelling, complaining, criticizing, or changing of lyrics at any time.  The director will get input from the group prior to decision-making, but will retain the right to make final decisions.  Voice parts will be shared and members will stand and sing as a group in performances and rehearsals to promote good morale and teamwork.  If you are absent you are responsible for all make-up work on your own time including dances.  All members are expected to behave appropriately, remain calm, and always have self control.

I have read the code and I understand all that it means.  I understand my obligations of time, talent, and money that being in this group will require.  I understand we will be purchasing new outfits, polos, shoes and whatever other costuming needs arise.  I know that Esprit is a privilege and I must show my best at all times.  I know concert attendance is mandatory.  I realize there will be many concerts and my participation affects the whole group.  I understand that if I choose not to abide by these conditions or those found in the code, I may be required to forfeit my space in the group.
