Nacho Libros, MHS’s book club, hosted a community
screening of the documentary film PROJECT 22 at
MHS auditorium on Veterans’ Day, Nov. 11. Approx-
imately one-hundred twenty members of the commu-
nity attended one of the two shows and participated in
a Q & A forum afterwards. The film brought an
awareness of the high rate of suicides among combat
veterans and highlighted different programs around
the country aimed at helping those veterans and their
families.

Nacho Libros hosted its annual 3Rs Half-marathon/
Marathon event from Oct. 1-Dec. 11. Thirteen MHS
students and staff accepted the invitation to participate
in one of the two events. Half-marathoners read either
1310 minutes or 1310 pages, ran or walked a total of
13.1 miles, and completed 13 random acts of
(anonymous) kindness by Dec. 11. Marathoners read
either 2620 minutes or 2620 pages, ran or walked a
total of 26.2 miles, and completed 26 random acts of
