Please provide information specifically as requested in each area, rather than 
attaching a resume only.  If selected as a finalist, a personal interview will be scheduled on 
Saturday, March 3, 2018.

Scholarship awards will be considered for applicants graduating from high school in spring 2018 
and entering college in the fall of 2018. Membership into a NPC sorority required.
